This past year the Club
had to remedy roadside
drainage problems by
removing inadequate
homeowner installed
culverts. These culverts
were both undersized and
made of inferior materials
that eventually crushe
and created drainage
problems. Lengths of
standard culvert that
exceed 20 feet are hard to
clean by maintenance
staff, and if professional
services are required, the
base costs are
approximately $1,000 for
minimum of 2 hours. For
these reasons, the Club |
found it necessary to adc
culvert standards.

5. Construction: Culverts
require backhoes and
compaction equipment for
installation. Backfill around
and above the culvert will be
three-quarter (3/4) inch to one
and one-half (1-1/2) inch
crushed rock. Three-quarter
(%4) inch minus crushed rock
will be used for final grade.

6. Maintenance:Culverts
will require annual inspectio
and inspections after major

efficiency. The rule also
requires that we forecast
water demand, meet a
water system leakage
standard and submit a
performance report yeg

Do not feed wildlife
on the ground; keep
wild bird seed in
feeders elevated or
hanging above
ground, and clean up
spilled seed from the
ground. Coyotes can
either be drawn
directly to the seed,
to the rodents drawn
to the seed.

Keep fallen fruit and
vegetables picked up.
