TICC annual meeting,
under the Water Use
Efficiency Rule
implemented by the
Washington State
Department of Health,
the Treasure Island
water system (classified
as Group A — serving
between 25 and 3000
population) is required
to install meters to all
existing connections by
2017, and install water
meters to new
connections
immediately. You may
have heard or read abc
a court ruling relieving
small, private water
systems from that
requirement, and the
pending appeal which
may overturn the ruling

and reinstate the
requirement.

Since we don’t know
what will happen with
the court proceeding,
the committee set up to
comply with the WUE
rule continues to gather
information on meter
systems and pricing
from suppliers. No bid
will be solicited for
construction unless the
ruling is overturned and
it again becomes a
mandate for us. The
following paragraphs
are taken from the DO
Director’s letter to sma
water systems dated
October 20, 2008.
